So, who is Blessed Carlo? Here’s what you need to
know:

1. Carlo Acutis was born May 3, 1991, in London, where his father was working.
2. Carlo was diagnosed with leukemia as a teenager. Before his death in 2006.

3. From a young age, Carlo had a special love for God, even though his parents
weren’t especially devout. Antonia Salzano, his mom, said that before Carlo, she
went to Mass only for her first Communion, her confirmation, and her wedding.

4. Carlo’s witness of faith as a child led adults to convert and be baptized.

5. Carlo wasn’t afraid to defend Church teaching, even in situations when his
classmates disagreed with him.

6. Carlo was a faithful friend. He was known for standing up for kids at school
who got bullied, especially kids with disabilities.

7. Carlo was fascinated with computer coding and taught himself some of the
basic coding languages, including C and C++.

8. Carlo loved playing video games. His mother recalls that he liked Nintendo
Game Boy and GameCube as well as PlayStation and Xbox.

Carlo died on Oct. 12, 2006, and was buried in Assisi. Initially, there were reports
that Carlo’s body was found to be incorrupt, but the bishop of Assisi clarified
before his beatification that his body was not incorrupt. His body lies in repose
in a glass tomb in Assisi where he can be seen in jeans and a pair of Nike sneakers.

Thousands came to pray at his tomb at the time of his beatification in October
2020.

Pope Francis recognized a second miracle attributed to Carlo’s intercession in a
decree on May 23, 2024. The miracle involved
the healing of a 21-year-old girl from Costa Rica
named Valeria Valverde, who was near death after
seriously injuring her head in a bicycle accident
while studying in Florence in 2022. The

first miracle that led to his beatification involved
the healing of a 3-year-old boy in Brazil in 2013
who had been diagnosed with a malformation of
his pancreas since birth.

The Vatican has yet to announce a date for Carlo
Acutis’ canonization. The ceremony could take
place as soon as this October or during the 2025
Jubilee Year, which includes a special jubilee for
youth and a jubilee for teenagers.

Entonces, ;quién es el Beato Carlo? Esto es lo que

necesitas saber:

Carlo Acutis naci6 el 3 de mayo de 1991 en Londres, donde trabajaba su padre.
Carlo fue diagnosticado con leucemia cuando era adolescente. Fallecio en 2006.

Desde muy joven, Carlo tuvo un amor especial por Dios, aunque sus padres no
eran especialmente devotos. Antonia Salzano, su madre, dijo que antes de Carlo,
ella iba a misa solo para su primera comunion, su confirmacion y su boda.

El testimonio de fe de Carlo cuando era nifio llevé a adultos a convertirse y
bautizarse.

Carlo no tenia miedo de defender las ensenianzas de la Iglesia, incluso en
situaciones en las que sus compafieros no estaban de acuerdo con é€l.
Carlo fue un amigo fiel. Era conocido por defender a los nifios en la escuela que
eran acosados, especialmente a los nifios con discapacidades.

Carlo estaba fascinado con la programacion informatica y aprendio por si mismo
algunos lenguajes basicos de programacion, incluyendo C y C++,
Carlo amaba jugar videojuegos. Su madre recuerda que le gustaban Nintendo
Game Boy y GameCube, asi como PlayStation y Xbox.

Carlo muri6 el 12 de octubre de 2006 y fue enterrado en Asis. Inicialmente, hubo
informes de que el cuerpo de Carlo habia sido encontrado incorrupto, pero el
obispo de Asis aclar6 antes de su beatificacion que su cuerpo no era incorrupto. Su
cuerpo reposa en una tumba de vidrio en Asis, donde se le puede ver con jeans y un
par de zapatillas Nike. Miles acudieron a rezar a su tumba en el momento de
su beatificacion en octubre de 2020.

El Papa Francisco reconocid un segundo milagro atribuido a la intercesion de
Carlo en un decreto del 23 de mayo de 2024. El milagro involucro la curacion de
una joven de 21 afios de Costa Rica llamada Valeria Valverde, quien estuvo al
borde de la muerte después de suftrir una grave lesion en la cabeza en un accidente
de bicicleta mientras estudiaba en Florencia en 2022. El primer milagro que llevo a
su beatificacion involucroé la curacion de un nifio de 3 afios en Brasil en 2013,
quien habia sido diagnosticado con una malformacion en el pancreas desde su
nacimiento.

El Vaticano atin no ha anunciado una fecha para la canonizacion de Carlo Acutis.
La ceremonia podria tener lugar tan pronto como este octubre o durante el Afio
Jubilar 2025, que incluye un jubileo especial para jovenes y un jubileo para
adolescentes.



Brief Biography of Bl. Pier Giorgio Frassati

Pier Giorgio Michelangelo Frassati was born in Turin, Italy on April 6, 1901. His mother,
Adelaide Ametis, was a painter. His father Alfredo, was the founder and director of the
newspaper, “La Stampa," and was influential in Italian politics, holding positions as an Italian
Senator and Ambassador to Germany.
At an early age, Pier Giorgio joined the Marian Sodality and the Apostleship of Prayer, and
obtained permission to receive daily Communion (which was rare at that time).
He developed a deep spiritual life which he never hesitated to share with his friends. The Holy
Eucharist and the Blessed Virgin were the two poles of his world of prayer. At the age of 17, he
joined the St. Vincent de Paul Society and dedicated much of his spare time to serving the sick
and the needy, caring for orphans, and assisting the demobilized servicemen returning from
World War L.

Just before receiving his university degree, Pier Giorgio contracted poliomyelitis, which doctors

later speculated he caught from the sick whom he tended. Neglecting his own health because his

grandmother was dying, after six days of terrible suffering Pier Giorgio died at the age of 24 on
July 4, 1925.

Pope John Paul I, after visiting his original tomb in the family plot in Pollone, said in 1989:
“I wanted to pay homage to a young man who was able to witness to Christ with singular
effectiveness in this century of ours. When I was a young man, I, too, felt the beneficial
influence of his example and, as a student, [ was impressed by the force of his testimony."

On May 20, 1990, in St. Peter’s Square which was filled with thousands of people, the Pope

beatified Pier Giorgio Frassati, calling him the “Man of the Eight Beatitudes.”
His mortal remains were found completely

intact and incorrupt upon their exhumation
on March 31, 1981; they were transferred

from the family tomb in Pollone to the
cathedral in Turin following his beatification
in 1990.




Breve Biografia del Beato Pier Giorgio Frassati

Pier Giorgio Michelangelo Frassati nacio en Turin, Italia, el 6 de abril de 1901. Su madre,
Adelaide Ametis, era pintora. Su padre, Alfredo, fue fundador y director del periddico La
Stampa y tuvo gran influencia en la politica italiana, ocupando cargos como Senador italiano y
Embajador en Alemania.

Desde temprana edad, Pier Giorgio se uni6 a la Congregacién Mariana y al Apostolado de la
Oracion, y obtuvo permiso para recibir la Comunion diaria (lo cual era poco comun en ese
tiempo).

Desarrollé una profunda vida espiritual que no dudaba en compartir con sus amigos.
La Sagrada Eucaristia y la Santisima Virgen eran los dos polos de su mundo de oracién. A los
17 afos, se uni6 a la Sociedad de San Vicente de Paul y dedicé gran parte de su tiempo libre a
servir a los enfermos y necesitados, cuidar a los huérfanos y ayudar a los excombatientes que
regresaban de la Primera Guerra Mundial.

Poco antes de recibir su titulo universitario, Pier Giorgio contrajo poliomielitis, que los
médicos luego especularon que adquirié de los enfermos a quienes atendia. Descuidando su
propia salud porque su abuela estaba muriendo, después de seis dias de terrible sufrimiento

Pier Giorgio fallecio a los 24 afios, el 4 de julio de 1925.

El Papa Juan Pablo II, tras visitar su tumba original en la cripta familiar en Pollone, dijo en
1989: “Quise rendir homenaje a un joven que supo dar testimonio de Cristo con una eficacia
singular en este siglo nuestro. Cuando yo era joven, también senti la influencia benéfica de su
ejemplo y, como estudiante, me impresion¢ la fuerza de su testimonio.”

El 20 de mayo de 1990, en la Plaza de San Pedro,
2 que estaba llena de miles de personas,
e el Papa beatifico a Pier Giorgio Frassati,
~_ PIER GloRGl0 llaméandolo el “Hombre de las Ocho Biena

\ [FRrassaTi venturanzas.”

Sus restos mortales fueron hallados
completamente intactos e incorruptos al ser
exhumados el 31 de marzo de 1981; fueron

trasladados de la tumba familiar en Pollone a la
catedral de Turin tras su beatificacion en 1990.
