Job Overview
Must be 18 years of age. Working conditions include working and operating equipment outdoors and in all types of weather conditions including extreme hot and cold, wet, and dry. Working conditions may also include working after dark and assisting in emergency situations. Must be trainable or have knowledge in operating of heavy equipment in street maintenance, mowers, tractor with bush hog, jack hammer, patch machine, chain saw, and other equipment that may be needed. Must be able to detect operating problems and ability to make minor repairs as needed.
Responsibilities and Duties
· Mow city side streets and other areas with mower or tractor.
· Clean out street ditches and opening clogged culverts.
· Removing waste materials such as rocks, stumps, trash, leaves, dead animals, etc.
· Operating dump truck, jack hammer, patch machines, chain saw, cutting torch, etc.
· Filling potholes.
· Perform other tasks as asked such as janitorial work at shops and city parks, painting, tire changes, minor equipment maintenance, hanging city displays and signs, raking and recycling.
· Advise supervisor of street repairs needed.
