Job Overview
Maintain order and protect a community by enforcing laws. Patrol an assigned area to prevent illegal activity and ensure the safety of the citizens. They may direct traffic, write citations, investigate accidents and crimes, and respond to calls for help.
Responsibilities and Duties
· Patrol and protect people’s lives and property.
· Regulate traffic.
· Respond to accidents and stranded motorists.
· Identify and arrest people accused of violations, including but not limited to, assault, battery, burglary, larceny, etc.
· Enforce local and state laws.
· Testify in court as needed.
· Bag and present evidence.
· Respond to distress calls for assistance. 
· Investigate reports.
· Interview witnesses and suspects.
· Pursue fleeing suspects on foot.
· Search vehicles for drugs or paraphernalia.
· Investigate car accidents to determine the cause.
· Assist transients with relocation and shelter information.
· Transport, book, and process prisoners.
· Write records of arrest.
· Issue citations or warnings.

Expectations
· Patrol as scheduled.
· Ensure reports are turned in and done timely.
· Communicate with the Chief of Police, Sergeant, and others as needed to keep the community safe.
· Assist in City activities to keep citizens safe.
· Maintain good rapport with the community and resolve concerns.
· Inspect and maintain patrol equipment.
Qualifications
· High school diploma or GED required.
· Successful completion in a Part Time/Reserve 120-hour course.
· Knowledge of principles and practices of law.
· Ability to function under stress and communicate to all social levels.
· Have or are willing to obtain basic certification.
· Use firearms.
· Operate motor vehicles at high rates of speed. Read, write, hear, and speak for extended periods of time. 
· Clear, color vision and depth perception.
· Bend, kneel, stoop, and perform full range of physical activities associated with routine police work.
· Lift over one hundred pounds.
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
