Job Overview
Maintain order and protect a community by enforcing laws. Patrol an assigned area to prevent illegal activity and ensure the safety of the citizens. They may direct traffic and respond to calls for help.

· Represent the City: Maintain a professional approach and demeanor in all activities.
· Maintain Confidentiality: Manage sensitive information appropriately and ensure privacy.
· Assist Police Officers: Provide protection of life and property and preserve peace and order.
· Promote Safety: Follow safety protocols and respond to emergency situations.
· Participate in Training: Attend mandatory training and seek to improve skills.
· Interact with the Public: Assist the public in emergency and non-emergency situations.
· Comply with Regulations: Adhere to general rules and standards established by the department.
· Perform other Duties: Complete other tasks as assigned, such as preparing correspondence and maintaining databases.
Expectations
· Patrol as scheduled.
· Ensure reports are turned in and done timely.
· Communicate with the Chief of Police, Sergeant, and others as needed to keep the community safe.
· Assist in City activities to keep citizens safe.
· Maintain good rapport with the community and resolve concerns.
· Inspect and maintain patrol equipment.
Qualifications
·  High school diploma or GED required.
· Successful completion in a Part Time/Reserve 120-hour course.
· Knowledge of principles and practices of law.
· Ability to function under stress and communicate to all social levels.
· Have or are willing to obtain basic certification.
· Use firearms and recertify each year.
· Operate motor vehicles at high rates of speed. 
· Read, write, hear, and speak for extended periods of time. 
· Clear, color vision and depth perception.
· Bend, kneel, stoop, and perform full range of physical activities associated with routine police work.
