Job Overview
This position manages the daily operations of all sewer facilities and provides leadership and supervision for employees.
The position is responsible for maintaining EPA regulations. You will need to know how to diagnose potential problems with properties where there may be leaks or other issues. 
Must be 18 years of age. Working conditions include working and operating equipment outdoors and in all types of weather conditions including extreme hot and cold, wet, and dry. Working conditions may also include working after dark and assisting in emergency situations. Must be trainable or have knowledge in operating large pumps and electrical motors. Must be able to detect operating problems and ability to make minor repairs as needed. Heavy manual labor and lifting are required. 
Responsibilities and Duties
· Check and maintain lift stations.
· Make water and sewer taps as needed.
· Perform work orders.
· Check sewer plant.
· Check for leaks and make repairs as needed.
· Keep plant grounds clean and maintained.
· Ability to operate a backhoe and other equipment as needed.
Expectations
· To arrive at work on time.
· Assist the Water and Streets departments as requested.
· Ability to run heavy equipment as needed.
· To work on call and weekends at times.
· Do tasks as requested and communicate if a task is not finished as expected.
· Treat co-workers and the community with respect.
· Share ideas and look for ways to improve production and the work environment.
· Attend classes as approved.
