Father’s Day Collection for  
Retired Diocesan Priests 

Second Collection 
June 14th and 15th  

  
Each year in December a 
collection is taken to assist 

the retirement of many religious communities 
in the United States. This includes both men 
and women religious who have served us in 
the church. Over the past 26 years you have 
been very generous and supportive of this 
retirement collection. 
At present, there is a special need that we 
wish to bring to your attention. It is the need of 
our local diocesan retired priests; some of 
them are over 80 years of age and some are 
more than 85. Many are known to you and 
some still help  by celebrating Mass on the 
weekends.  
  
Unfortunately, Social Security and the monthly 
pension often do not satisfy fully these priests’ 
financial needs. These men worked during 
years of very low salaries and were not able to 
build up sufficient Social Security and 
retirement savings for present day needs such 
as; ongoing health care, aging needs, housing, 
and inflationary costs. The growing demands 
are stretching their resources to the limits. 
  
In addition we have been with new priests in 
the past 8 years. These men will serve for 
many years in the diocese. We also have 
seminarians preparing for the priesthood. To 
support these men in their lifetime of service, 
we must plan carefully for their old age. This 
requires us to continue building our 
endowment fund to assist diocesan priests in 
their long term needs. 
  
The purpose of this special collection for Retired 
Diocesan Priests is two-fold: to directly assist diocesan 
priests in need and to continue building an endowment 
fund to provide for future needs of the retired.

Colecta del Día del Padre para 
Sacerdotes Diocesanos Jubilados 

Segunda Colecta 
14 y 15 de Junio del 2025 

  
Cada año en diciembre se toma una 
colecta para asistir a los jubilados de 

varias comunidades religiosas en los Estados Unidos. Esto 
incluye tanto los hombres como las mujeres religiosas que 
nos han servido en la iglesia. En los últimos 26 años, 
ustedes han sido muy generosos en apoyar esta colecta 
de jubilación. 
  
Actualmente, nos encontramos con una necesidad 
especial que nos gustaría darles a conocer: la necesidad 
de nuestros sacerdotes diocesanos jubilados locales. La 
diócesis de San Bernardino tiene sacerdotes jubilados; 
algunos tienen más de 80 años y otros más de 85 años. 
Todos estos sacerdotes han servido en nuestras 
parroquias. Ustedes conocen a muchos de ellos y algunos 
aún ayudan a celebrar la Santa Misa los  fines de semana. 
Desafortunadamente, el Seguro Social y la pensión 
mensual muchas veces no satisfacen completamente las 
necesidades económicas de éstos sacerdotes. Por 
muchos años éstos sacerdotes trabajaron con sueldos 
muy bajos. No pudieron recaudar suficientes ahorros de 
Seguro Social y jubilación para sus necesidades actuales, 
como continua atención médica, necesidades de edad 
avanzada, alojamiento, y costos de inflación. Las 
crecientes demandas extienden al máximo nuestros 
recursos.  
Además hemos sido bendecidos con nuevos sacerdotes 
en los últimos 8 años. Estos hombres servirán por muchos 
años en la diócesis. También tenemos seminaristas 
preparándose para el sacerdocio. Para apoyar a estos 
hombres en su servicio de vida, nosotros debemos planear 
cuidadosamente para su vejez. Esto requiere que nosotros 
continuemos incrementando nuestro fondo diocesano de 
asistencia a sacerdotes para sus necesidades de larga 
duración. 
  
El propósito y resultado de esta colecta especial del Día 
del Padre será para asistir directamente a los Sacerdotes 
Diocesanos de mayor necesidad, y continuar 
incrementando un fondo para costear las necesidades de 
los Sacerdotes Jubilados.
