Ushers: The Usher Ministry is seeking dedicated 
individuals with a warm heart for service on our 
masses for the weekends. Ushers are the first 
point of contact for parishioners, helping to 
create a welcoming and prayerful environment in 
our church. 

 

Readers: The Reader is the critical component 
that brings the Word of God to life. It is the 
Reader who breathes the breath of life into 
words on a page. The First and Second 
Readings are to be proclaimed by the Reader. In 
the absence of a Deacon, the Reader may also 
be asked to read the Prayers of the Faithful. The 
Reader is part of the Entrance Procession. In the 
absence of a Deacon, the Reader is to carry the 
Book of Gospels.  

 

Eucharistic Ministers: The persons invited to 
serve as extraordinary ministers of Holy 
Communion are to be mature, fully initiated 
Catholics, who participate fully and regularly in 
the Sunday celebration of Eucharist. They 
should strive to live Gospel values and to be 
Christ’s presence in all areas of their lives. 
Those invited to this ministry agree to be trained 
before being commissioned to parish service, 
committed to faithful and reliable presence at 
those liturgies to which they have been assigned 
and are willing to continue their formation and 
education through parish and diocesan 
workshops and retreats.
