Provide general assistance in the safe storage, transit and accessibility of resources,
including helping to ensure that stock levels are maintained and future requirements are
identified.

Salary and Working Pattern:

This is a fixed term post from 6" January 2026 to 8" July 2026. The salary is £11,635 per annum.
The Biology Technician is expected to work 22.5 hours per week, covering term time only, plus
INSET days. Working pattern will be agreed with the Line Manager. Some flexibility in working
hours and pattern is required to meet the changing needs of the school.

Pension

Subject to meeting the qualifying conditions, support staff are eligible for the Aegon pension
scheme. The school will contribute 8% if the staff contributes a minimum of 4% of their salary into
the scheme. Please note that this is a defined-contribution pension scheme.
