TODAY'S READINGS

FOOD FROM HEAVEN

6od sustained the people of Israel for forty
years in the desert with manna sent down
from heaven and Moses doesn't want them to
forget it. God brought forth water from stone
for them to drink and Moses doesn't want
them to forget this either. And Moses tells
them twice that the food God sent was a food
that neither they nor their ancestors before
them ever experienced.

Jesus too speaks of food come down from
heaven, food that the Jewish people had never
experienced before. Recalling the manna in the
desert, Jesus doesn't want them to forget it
either, explaining that he is the food and
drink of eternal life. And Paul reiterates to
the Corinthians and to all of us that in the
bread and in the cup, we share in the body
and blood of Christ.

In honor of the 250th Anniversary of
Father Francisco Garces becoming the first
Catholic priest and the first European to
enter what is now the State of Nevada in
March, 1776, we are pleased to offer a
new book titled VIVA JESUS.

It makes
Father Garces’ story come alive for
readers of all ages.

THE FEAST OF CORPUS CHRISTI

The Feast of Corpus Christi originated in
1246 when Robert de Torote, bishop of Liege
(in Belgium), ordered the festival celebrated
in his diocese. He was persuaded to initiate
the feast by Sr. Juliana (now Saint Juliana)
who had experienced a vision. It did not
spread until 1261, when Jacques Pantaleon,
became pope as Urban IV. In 1264 he ordered
the whole church to observe the feast. In the
15th century it became one of the principal

feasts of the church.

Sr. Juliana of Liege was a nun who had a
deep devotion to the Blessed Sacrament -
Jesus’ Body and Blood. After Jesus gave her a
mission through visions, she set out to make
the church recognize a special feast of the
Body and Blood of Jesus. But how? She was a
nun in the middle ages without any power or
influence. Enter Fr. Peter of Prague. He was
wrestling with the debate of the time about
just how real the Real Presence of Jesus was.
All his questions were answered when he was
celebrating Mass and blood began seeping
from the consecrated host. Fr. Peter brought
this miracle to the Bishop. That same Bishop
soon became Pope Urban IV who proclaimed
the Feast of Corpus Christi to the whole

church.
