TODAY’S READINGS 
 

First Reading - The just ones, because of 
their faith, shall live (Habakkuk 1:2-3;

Second Reading - Bear hardships with the 
strength that comes from God (2 Timothy

Gospel - The apostles said to Jesus, 
“Increase  faith” (Luke 17:5-10). 
 
 
A LITTLE FAITH 
 
Today our readings are about faith, frus-
tration, and how much is enough. Habakkuk 
is a complainer having an argument with 
God. Timothy is encouraging a community 
challenged by cowardice and the apostles 
want more faith than they have. Things 
aren’t happening fast enough for any of 
them or for us. All of them and we want 
God to give us a reason to believe that it 
will all work out. What does God do God 
puts it back on them-and us-telling Hab-
akkuk to describe the world he wants; 
telling the apostles to do more than the 
expected. Doing more with less is a famil-
iar phrase today and a reminder that a 
little faith may be enough even for the 
most difficult times.

All Hallow’s Eve (Halloween), All Saints Day & All Souls Day will be here soon, and the 
popular female grim reaper character known as Santa Muerte will be everywhere.
