St. Pius X - August 21

Quick Facts: Pope Pius X lived from 1835 to 1914
and was pope during a time of significant social
and intellectual change, including the rise of
modernism. 

St. Pius X’s devotion to the Eucharist was truly
inspiring! He lowered the age of First Communion
to seven years old, encouraging young hearts to
encounter Christ early-on. He also advocated that
everyone, regardless of their social class, should
have access to the Eucharist.
