St. Frances Xavier Cabrini - November 13

Quick Facts: Mother Cabrini was born in Italy and
received her Catholic education there. She became
"Mother Cabrini" in 1877. She was later urged to go
to the United States which was becoming flooded
by Italian immigrants. Mother Cabrini founded 67
institutions for the poor, sick, and uneducated
spread out through the US in New York, Colorado,
and Illinois. She died of illness ​at 67 years old.
