St. John Paul the Great - October 22
Quick Facts: born Karol Wojtyla in Poland, he
suffered great loss at an early age with the deaths
of his mother, brother and father. He studied at an
underground seminary during WWII and was
ordaining in 1946. Bishop Wojtyla attended all
sessions of Vatican II, and was later named
cardinal. He was then elected pope in 1978 and
took the name of his short lived predecessors. JPII
travelled extensively, wrote extensively, and
beautified over 1,300 people.
