ONE GRANDPA LETS HIS GRANDSON GO
Jack never knew his own grandparents—
but he’s making up for that by being the 
best grandpa he can be to Andrew. 

“Andrew and I are the best of friends,” 
Jack says of his grandson. 

And yet, Jack completely supports 
Andrew’s calling to serve as a missionary 
in Japan, even if it means they might not 
see each other again. 

“If he’s gone for four years, there’s a 
chance that I might not be alive when 
he gets back,” Jack said. “But he has a 
calling that he has to fulfill! I’ve known 
too many people who later in life realized 
they had missed what they had been 
called to do. They’ve missed God’s first 
and put up with his second.”

Jack’s own sister was a 
missionary to Ecuador, back 
when a letter took a month 

to arrive. An idea like Skype was pure 
science fiction when his sister left for the 
field, but now this proud grandpa plans 
to use it to keep up his relationship with 
his grandson. Spurring Andrew on is 
Jack’s place in God’s plan.

“I will personally do anything I can to 
encourage Andrew to hang in there, 
even when things get difficult,” Jack 
said. “I’ve watched him. I’ve prayed 
for him. I know his heart and his spirit 
and his drive. He’s going to be the best 
missionary you ever sent.”

He used you as GIVERS to grow a seminary in Ukraine, 
a Bible camp in Russia, and a women’s resource 
center in Southeast Asia. Your donations also helped 
us recruit 18 new long-term missionaries and 38 short-
term missionaries.

He used you as SENDERS to launch 11 new missionaries out to the field 
and to support our 440 missionaries all over the world. 

He used those GOERS to share the gospel in difficult places, like a 
rehabilitation facility in a remote jungle where 1,000 Shan men are seeking 
freedom from addiction. Or the village where five Shan young women were 
baptized—the first from their Buddhist community to publicly proclaim faith 
in Christ.

We celebrate these beautiful pictures that show how God builds his 
Kingdom through our partnership. But the work is not finished, and it 
sometimes includes difficult choices.

At one of our secure locations in Asia, government actions have forced 
many of our workers out, which leaves them grappling with where to serve 
now.
 
At our US sending office, we made the hard choice to realign our 
departments to match our mission, a move that will help us realize a 
bold future of sending passionate workers to the unreached. This change 
includes increased investment in our church partners as we listen to how 
God is moving in them to bring about global transformation. We look 
forward to greater collaboration with like-minded agencies, donors, and 
churches to recruit workers, open new fields, develop church-planting 
strategies, and deliver services to our missionaries. 

We have great hope for the future because we hope in a great God. 

Thank you for sending missionaries to be the presence of Jesus among 
those who do not yet know him. Thank you for standing by your missionaries 
in success and struggle. Thank you for making SEND International part of 
your place in God’s plan.

When five brave Shan young ladies 
in Thailand decided to risk social 
rejection by publicly declaring their 
faith in Jesus, they had to figure 
out a way to communicate the idea 
of baptism to their Buddhist family 
members. 

“There’s going to be a wedding in the 
village today at 3 p.m. You should 
come,” D told her mom. “I’m so in love 
with Jesus that I’m going to pledge my 
life to him.” 

Not many events are more intimate 
than a baby’s birth, but refugee 
families near Atlanta welcome 
our missionary into the delivery 
room—and into their lives—with 
open arms. 

As a birth doula, our 
missionary’s place in God’s 
plan includes supporting 
families through pregnancy, 

Amazingly, her mom did come, 
all dressed up for a wedding, just 
moments before her daughter was 
plunged into the water. 

These young ladies know that their 
place in God’s plan includes sharing 
how Jesus has changed their lives. As 
these girls grow in their faith, pray that 
their testimonies and lives will spark a 
Jesus movement in their families and 
throughout their village. 

Discipleship-focused internship programs, called 
D House and Engage, welcome potential future 
missionaries on every continent where SEND 
serves. Interns develop deep relationships with 
experienced missionaries who can help them 
discern whether serving long term is their place in 
God’s plan.
