ABOUT THE MUSIC IN TODAY’S WORSHIP

The uniquely American improvised music known as “jazz” emerged in New Orleans at the turn of the 20th century from a confluence of blues, Spanish-Cuban, and African musical practices. Though it is known in the broader culture as a secular music, it has always had sacred roots. 

Today’s music features mostly original compositions, some composed especially for this service. One of our songs was composed by Rev. Charles deGravelles, who served as a deacon at Trinity for about three decades.

Today’s worship also features music by John Coltrane (1926-67), who first achieved fame as a member of the Miles Davis Quintet in the mid-1950s. He experienced a divine revelation in 1957 that caused him to recover from addiction and inspired his greatest works, including A Love Supreme (1965). He is widely considered one of the most important musical figures of the 20th century, and in 1982 he was canonized as a saint by the African Orthodox Church.

Some other notable works of sacred improvised music include Duke Ellington Black, Brown, & Beige, Mary Lou Williams Mary Lou’s Mass, Alice Coltrane A Monastic Trio, John McLaughlin My Goal’s Beyond, and the works of Pharoah Sanders and Albert Ayler.
