e Breed and age (Loyal Golden Retriever, 12 years young)
e Adoption or Gotcha Day (Rescued on April 15, 2012, and changed our lives forever)
e A brief personality description (Loving, mischievous, and always excited for belly rubs)
e Favorite activities (Loved chasing tennis balls, sunbathing, and stealing socks)
e Special memories (4/ways greeted us with tail wags and cuddles after a long day)

e A heartfelt farewell message (Buddy, you will always be in our hearts—our home feels emptier without you, but
our love for you will never fade.)
