// 10.0 PAIRING THE REMOTE CONTROL

The control panel is located underneath the grill on the top of the appliance. To access the control panel, push down on the rear of the grill to 
lift the front edge of the grill up.

The ON/OFF button is located underneath t  he grill on the  top of the appliance.
To access the button push down on the rear of the grill to lift the front edge of the grill up. Then press the O/I button once to 
turn the fire on. 
Plug the appliance into a plug socket. Then turn the power ON at the plug socket. (This will

If an audible beep is not sounded, then the appliance will need to be reset before it is paired.

My Electric Stove Fire... Remedy

There is a fault with the heater. Check that the temperature is not 
set onto the lower settings. If the room is warm enough the 
thermostat will stop the fire switching the heat on. Check that the 
air vent are not blocked off. 
There is an electrical fault. A service engineer will need to check the 
thermostat for any loose connections.
The open Window Detection function is in operation,  this 
operates when the appl iance is heating and the ambient 
temperature suddenly drops ≥5°C within 10 minutes, and 
the environ-ment cannot be warmed up within 30 minutes, 
resulting in the appliance automatically display-ing “OP.” The 
heating function will then be automatically turned off, and 
when the “OP” is displayed, it can be turned off and then 
restarted by turning off and on the appliance to clear the fault 
code.
