A NOTE TO OUR VISITORS

Christ’s Supper is a blessing to the individual and group at His table.
In eating the bread and drinking the wine, our Lord gives into our mouths the true Body and Blood of Jesus
Christ, a physical gift of Jesus’ love and real presence in, with, and under the bread and the wine. The person is
receiving the assurance that his/her sins are forgiven and is strengthened in the hope of eternal life with Christ.

Synod, you are welcome to come to the rail and receive a blessing. Signify as such by crossing your arms in front

of you.

o [fyou are receiving communion, please slightly cup your hands to receive the host (Gluten-Free host is
available in the center cup on the paten — if desired lift your hand to reach for the host from the center
cup). Otherwise, please cross your forearms in front of your chest to receive a blessing.

o An optional Non-Alcoholic choice (lighter-color/rose) is available in the center of the tray of individual
cups.
