Sabine – 16–20, Female; spirited, clever; moderate combat 
Athos – 30–45, Male; brooding, noble; high combat 
Porthos – 30–45, Male; flashy, comic; high combat 
Aramis – 25–40, Male; romantic, elegant; high combat 

Cardinal Richelieu – 40–60, Male; calculating, authoritative; low combat 
Rochefort – 30–50, Male; menacing, skilled; high combat 
Milady de Winter – 25–40, Female; charismatic, lethal; moderate comba 

Constance Bonacieux – 20–30, Female; warm, loyal; no combat 
King Louis XIII – 25–40, Male; good-hearted, indecisive; no combat 
Queen Anne – 25–40, Female; dignified, compassionate; no combat 

Treville – 40–60, Male; commanding, honorable; moderate combat 

Buckingham – 25-40, Male; confident, debonair, British; no combat 
Revanche – 25–45, Male; tough, antagonistic; high combat
