POLICY 42: Parental Involvement

To allow assess to these whenever parents wish and encourage contributions from parents
in the completion of these.

To encourage parents to contribute with photographs and comments on Blossom.

To respect parents’ wishes, listen to and respond to these and value the comments that
parents make.

Ensure that all parents have the opportunity to contribute from their own skills, knowledge
and interests to the activities in the nursery.

Make known to parents the systems available to register and fees queries, complaints or
suggestions.
