On Sunday afternoon, Barlow & Bear took home the Best Musical Theater Album GRAMMY Award for their viral sensation The Unofficial Bridgerton Musical album, becoming the youngest-ever songwriters to triumph in the category and first GRAMMY-winning album to originate on TikTok.
Inspired by the first season of the world-wide hit television series of the same name, The Unofficial Bridgerton Musical album is written by Barlow & Bear. Music and lyrics by Abigail Barlow, 23, and Emily Bear, 20, with vocals by Abigail Barlow and orchestrations and vocals by Emily Bear. Mixed by Scott Smith, the full album is produced by Emily Bear.
On September 10, 2021, The Unofficial Bridgerton Musical album was released and within two hours was #1 on the iTunes albums chart, a top 10 album in the world, and had over 7 million streams in 5 days. Barlow & Bear composed 15 songs in 6 weeks – live on social media in real-time from their living room. The incredible viral worldwide attention that the project created inspired the duo to record and self-release an album of their own music–a journey that culminated in their career-first GRAMMY Award win at the 64th Annual GRAMMY Awards Premiere Ceremony, which was held Sunday afternoon at the MGM Grand Garden Arena in Las Vegas.
Consisting of 15 original songs composed of sweeping orchestrations, clever lyrics, power ballads, and pop topline, The Unofficial Bridgerton Musical album is a uniquely contemporary score with classical, pop and Broadway influences.
