Today’s Gospel is taken from the Gospel according to John. The reading is part
of a discourse between Jesus and a crowd of Jews. The discourse comes shortly
after the miracle of Jesus’ multiplication of the loaves and fishes. In John’s
Gospel, miracles such as this are identified as “signs” through which people
come to believe that Jesus is the Son of God. These signs are followed by
dialogue, or discourse that interprets and explains the miracle. In John’s
Gospel, Jesus’ multiplication of the loaves is said to have occurred near
Passover, thus linking it to the Exodus story and God’s saving action toward
the Israelites.
