In the context of the Feast of Pentecost, John 20:19-23 reminds us about the 
integral connection between the gifts of peace and forgiveness and the action of 
the Holy Spirit. Jesus greets his disciples with the gift of peace. Jesus then 
commissions his disciples to continue the work that he has begun, “As the    
Father has sent me, so I send you.” He breathes the Holy Spirit upon the        
disciples and sends them to continue his work of reconciliation through the    
forgiveness of sins. Jesus’ act of breathing the Holy Spirit mirrors God’s act of 
breathing life into Adam at the time of Creation. In fact, both the Greek and 
Hebrew words for “spirit” can also be translated as “breath.”
