berland County Jail (CCJ) is birth-
ing more new believers and re-
commitments than ever before.

On any given month, we are able
to reach 60 or more men (in one
cell-block alone) with the trans-
forming love of Jesus through the
power of the Holy Spirit. We have
been doing this for 10 years. Dur-

ing these years, we have provided
thousands of Bibles and gospel
tracts, at no charge, for Cumberland
County Jail and Maine Correctional
Center in Windham.

Bibles in the immigrant com-
munities in Greater Portland
and Brunswick continues. And,
we help with the Root Cellar’s
ESL Program by providing Bi-
bles to students.
