The Solemnity of Christ the King brings to our attention an incredible reality: the profound truth that Jesus
Christ reigns as the eternal King over all creation.

Reflect~ “Whoever keeps my word will never see

death” (Jn 8:51). There is something very challenging
about these words. Most of us know someone who we
think was very faithful, and yet that person has died. In
our eyes, they have seen death—quite literally. But Jesus
knows exactly how confusing it sounds, and he knows
where such a teaching leads: to raised stones, scourging,
and the cross—but also the Resurrection. To keep God’s
word is to keep our eyes on the cross and on what lies just
beyond.

Pray~ Jesus, I trust in you. Guide my footsteps on the
path you have set before me. My life is yours, I give it to
you. Death has no power over me because I am yours.
Act~ What is a distraction you can give up to make time
in your day for God? Is it online shopping? Watching cat
videos? Or playing Wordle? To keep God’s word, we must
first get to know it. Set down your phone, turn off your
TV, and pick up your Bible. Let God’s word be planted in
your soul, and feel it taking root.

All-powerful God, increase our strength of will for doing
good that Christ may find an eager welcome at his coming
and call us to his side in the kingdom of heaven, where he
lives and reigns with you and the Holy Spirit, one God, for
ever and ever.

Preparing for a Meaningful Advent Advent is just around the corner, and with it comes the anticipation of Christmas. For many, this season can feel
overwhelming. To lighten the load, take some time to prepare for Advent now. While Advent 1s about preparation, we often overlook the im-
portance of being ready for this special season. As Romans 13:11-12 reminds us, it’s time to wake from spiritual slumber and make space for light in
our lives.

Saint Cecilia~ Although Saint Cecilia is one of the most famous of the Ro-
man martyrs, the familiar stories about her are apparently not founded on
authentic material. There 1s no trace of honor being paid her in early times.
A fragmentary inscription of the late fourth century refers to a church
named after her, and her feast was celebrated at least in 545. According to
legend, Cecilia was a young Christian of high rank betrothed to a Roman named Valerian.
Through her influence, Valerian was converted, and was martyred along with his brother. The
legend about Cecilia’s death says that after being struck three times on the neck with a sword,
she lived for three days, and asked the pope to convert her home into a church. Since the time
of the Renaissance she has usually been portrayed with a viola or a small organ.

Reflection~ Like any good Christian, Saint Cecilia sang in her heart, and sometimes with her
voice. She has become a symbol of the Church’s conviction that good music is an integral part
of the liturgy, of greater value to the Church than any other art.

..... for I Have Sinned~ The experience of sharing fullness often occurs between the penitent and the
priest. Morneau expresses that his faith has been enriched through the personal stories of Catholics he
has encountered over the years. “Having heard confessions for 42 years, I've witnessed how deeply peo-
ple’s faith can be transformed as they leave the Confessional—often in tears but filled with immense
joy from experiencing the liberating power of God’s mercy and love,” Morneau shares. “Through this
sacrament, individuals receive a renewed life. Regardless of where we are on our spiritual journey, eve-
ryone is striving for a healthy and holy relationship with God. My faith has evolved and deepened as
I've seen Jesus set so many free through this practice.” A resident from Sterling, Virginia, underscores
this notion in seven simple words: “If we are God’s children, perhaps ‘growing’ is the key word.” For
many, including herself, it takes a great deal of courage to confess to a priest. She notes how it's easy to
become fixated on a “I'm right, you're wrong” mindset, allowing pride to cloud one’s perception of their
actions. In God’s eyes, we are all children—flawed and sometimes prideful. Like any loving parent, God
forgives, even for imperfect Catholics reluctant to confess but who understand the importance of re-
turning to this divine gift. The crucial yet challenging words—“Bless me, father, for I have sinned”—
are vital for unlocking true freedom. Personally, I haven’t been to Confession in 30 years. It’s not due
to disrespect or pride; it’s that I'm simply afraid. My last experience as an anxious 11-year-old left a
lasting mark: standing outside the confessional struggling to find words while the priest grew impa-
tient. That awkward moment has kept me away since. I know I'm not alone. A recent CARA survey
revealed that 45% of Catholics don’t participate in Confession, and many only do so once a year or even
less. For some, it feels like a blessing; for others, it’s a burden. A good number find it simpler to confess
directly to God. I remember a time in first grade when I pulled a chair out from under my friend Mary
during a concert, causing her to fall hard and send her cymbals flying. My punishment was to ask for
her forgiveness, which was incredibly difficult for me. This hesitation might be why many shy away
from the sacrament. Auxiliary Bishop Robert Morneau encourages reluctant Catholics to embrace Con-
fession. He draws a parallel between spiritual healing through this sacrament and seeking medical
care for physical health issues. He emphasizes that confessing sins can help lift guilt and shame that
often weigh heavily on us. However, some individuals feel more at ease confessing directly to God,
questioning the necessity of a priest, as they believe that God already knows their hearts. Nevertheless,
Morneau asserts that the priest serves as a representative of the faith community, bridging individuals
to God’s mercy. Ultimately, the aim of Reconciliation is to restore peace and joy to our lives—something
difficult to achieve when we i1solate ourselves from both the community and God. Confession, then, be-
comes a way to reclaim lost connections and seek wholeness.

Jesus, although you are God, you hid yourself in Mary's womb to come into the world. May we
see you hiding in everyone we encounter and grow in our ability to recognize ourselves as
one family. In this season of joyful hope, help us believe in the possibility of a more charitable
world that will overcome polarization and brokenness. Give us the grace to patiently listen to
others as we wait in joyful hope for your coming. Transform our minds and our hearts to see
our neighbors and our world as you do.




Santa Cecilia~ Aunque Santa Cecilia es una de las martires romanas mas
famosas, las historias que se conocen sobre ella aparentemente no se basan en
material auténtico. No hay rastro de que se le rindiera homenaje en la antigiie-
dad. Una inscripcion fragmentaria de finales del siglo IV menciona una iglesia
que lleva su nombre, y su festividad se celebré al menos en el afno 545. Segun
la leyenda, Cecilia era una joven cristiana de alto rango, prometida a un romano llamado Valeri-
ano. Gracias a su influencia, Valeriano se convirti6 y fue martirizado junto con su hermano. La
leyenda sobre la muerte de Cecilia cuenta que, tras ser golpeada tres veces en el cuello con una es-
pada, vivié tres dias y pidi6 al Papa que convirtiera su hogar en una iglesia. Desde el Renacimiento,
se la suele representar con una viola o un pequeno érgano.

Reflexion~ Como toda buena cristiana, Santa Cecilia cantaba con el corazon, y a veces con la voz.
Se ha convertido en un simbolo de la conviccién de la Iglesia de que la buena musica es parte inte-
gral de la liturgia, de mayor valor para la Iglesia que cualquier otro arte.

...porque he pecado~ La experiencia de compartir la plenitud a menudo ocurre entre el penitente y el sac-
erdote. Morneau expresa que su fe se ha enriquecido gracias a las historias personales de los catdlicos que
ha conocido a lo largo de los afios. "Tras 42 afios confesando, he sido testigo de la profunda transformacién
que puede experimentar la fe de las personas al salir del confesionario, a menudo entre lagrimas, pero
llenas de inmensa alegria al experimentar el poder liberador de la misericordia y el amor de Dios", comparte
Morneau. "A través de este sacramento, las personas reciben una vida renovada. Independientemente de
dénde nos encontremos en nuestro camino espiritual, todos anhelamos una relacién sana y santa con Dios".
Mi fe ha evolucionado y se ha profundizado al ver a Jesus liberar a tantas personas mediante esta practica.
Un residente de Sterling, Virginia, subraya esta idea en siete sencillas palabras: «Si somos hijos de Dios,
quizés ‘crecer’ sea la palabra clave». Para muchos, incluida ella misma, se necesita mucho coraje para con-
fesarse con un sacerdote. Ella sefiala lo facil que es obsesionarse con una mentalidad de "yo tengo razén, tu
estas equivocado", permitiendo que el orgullo nuble la percepcién de las propias acciones. A los ojos de Dios,
todos somos hijos, imperfectos y a veces orgullosos. Como cualquier padre amoroso, Dios perdona, incluso a
los catdlicos imperfectos que se resisten a confesarse pero que comprenden la importancia de volver a este
don divino. Las palabras cruciales pero desafiantes: "Bendiceme, padre, porque he pecado", son vitales para
desbloquear la verdadera libertad. Personalmente, no me he confesado en 30 afios. No es por falta de respeto
ni por orgullo; es simplemente que tengo miedo. Mi dltima experiencia como una nifia ansiosa de 11 anos
dejé una marca duradera: estar de pie fuera del confesionario luchando por encontrar las palabras mientras
el sacerdote se impacientaba. Ese momento incomodo me ha mantenido alejada desde entonces. Sé que no
estoy solo. Una encuesta reciente de CARA reveld que el 45% de los catélicos no se confiesan, y muchos solo
lo hacen una vez al afio o incluso menos. Para algunos, es una bendicién; para otros, una carga. A muchos
les resulta mas sencillo confesarse directamente con Dios. Recuerdo una vez, en primer grado, cuando le
quité una silla a mi amiga Mary durante un concierto, lo que provoco que cayera con fuerza y sus platillos
volaran. Mi castigo fue pedirle perdén, lo cual fue increiblemente dificil para mi. Esta vacilacién podria ser
la razén por la que muchos rehiyen el sacramento. El obispo auxiliar Robert Morneau anima a los catélicos
reticentes a aceptar la confesion. Establece un paralelo entre la sanacién espiritual a través de este sacra-
mento y la busqueda de atencién médica para problemas de salud fisica. Enfatiza que confesar los pecados
puede ayudar a aliviar la culpa y la vergiienza que a menudo nos pesan. Sin embargo, algunas personas se
sienten mas comodas confesandose directamente con Dios, cuestionando la necesidad de un sacerdote, ya
que creen que Dios ya conoce sus corazones. Sin embargo, Morneau afirma que el sacerdote actia como rep-
resentante de la comunidad de fe, conectando a las personas con la misericordia de Dios. En tltima instan-
cia, el objetivo de la Reconciliacién es restaurar la paz y la alegria en nuestras vidas, algo dificil de lograr
cuando nos aislamos tanto de la comunidad como de Dios. La confesién, entonces, se convierte en una forma
de recuperar las conexiones perdidas y buscar la plenitud.

Jestus, aunque eres Dios, te escondiste en el vientre de Maria para venir al mundo. Que podamos
verte escondido en cada persona con la que nos encontremos y crecer en nuestra capacidad de
reconocernos como una sola familia. En este tiempo de gozosa esperanza, ayudanos a creer en la
posibilidad de un mundo mas caritativo que supere la polarizacion y la fragmentaciéon.
