Class is to encourage and promote rider competency based on correct huntseat form on the flat and
good horsemanship.

Class is open to Junior /Amateur riders who have never competed in classes over fences higher than 2’3
Judged on equitation and performance on the flat at walk/trot/canter

Special Tests - After lining up , riders will be required to perform individually a Figure 8 at the trot with a Halt
at the end. Rider will then perform a correct dismount and lead the horse back to line up and remain
unmounted .

DESCRIPTION FOR HANDY HUNTERS

Handy Hunter the horse is judged on a course of obstacles that simulate obstacles found in a hunting field:

fences, brush and walls. It is judged based on manners, style of jumping, maneuverability, flow of strides
and balance are elements that judges consider when marking a score.

WARM UPS

Warm up classes will be run before the first class of each division. They will run in a specific order, and
failure to be ready at time of being called could result in loss of your warm up round. Warm up courses are
the same as your assigned course for your class.
