1. Initial Information
· This agreement is between Wildgoose Rural Training and the following education provider:

· Upon the receipt of a completed application form, a copy of any relevant EHCP, care plans, behaviour contracts and an agreed length of the placement. Wildgoose will form a contract with the School to deliver Therapeutic, Educational, Land Based Skill & Pastoral Placement.

2.  Stages of agreed Placement
· We will offer a tour to the student to talk about what we do here and get an idea of their interests and capabilities.
· The student will then attend a free taster session on an agreed date (09:30–14:30) to ensure that we can provide the best support for them and that they feel happy attending.
· If the taster session is successful, the student will attend on the agreed days for an agreed period. We offer a chargeable three-week trial. After this a minimum of one month's notice is required for termination allowing us time to refill the student's place without impacting staffing.
· On the first day, the student will complete an induction to be familiarised with the site rules and the health and safety requirements. The student will also complete a behaviour contract with us if applicable.

3. Placement Information
· Wildgoose will be responsible for providing meaningful day opportunities and practical learning with regard to land-based studies. The sessions will also help the student to gain life skills, confidence, communication skills, practical maths, English skills & social skills.
· Our tutors will form an individual learning plan for the student which will include regular reviews of progress and a record of activities and achievement of targets each week. 

4. Important Information and Agreement
· The learner should bring weather suitable clothing.
· They must wear suitable safety footwear.
· They must wear old clothes or overalls that can get dirty when working in practical tasks.
· Any long hair must be tied back.
· No jewellery except for studded piercings. 
· The student should bring their own snack and lunch. There is an on site café where food can be purchased and on occasion there may be food in the hub produced by students. 

5. Financial Terms
· Invoices will be issued at the beginning of each term. Prompt payment is appreciated. 
· Fees apply in the event of illness, unauthorised holidays, or other non-agreed reasons. 
· We require notice of any school inset days each term, otherwise fees will apply. 
· At the end of the placement, the contract may be terminated by either party.
