Every year the Church around the world gathers to celebrate the Pascal Mystery. For some it can
end up being kind of Ordinary. Just this year, my family was on one of those enjoyable group texts
planning our Easter Gathering. One sibling suggested a different menu for our meal. The respons-
es read, we have to have the ravioli, and another said we have to have the other main course, and
of course they will be stuffed artichokes, etc. Though we all follow our traditions and look forward to
our customs that we might only do at Easter, the initial event that is the reason we gather was the
most Extraordinary and world changing event that has ever occurred.

The Resurrection if Our Lord Jesus Christ is the climax of the Life of Christ and the Paschal Mys-
tery. There is no denying it. Christians from every continent recall this extraordinary event, because
we are still living the effects.
