BEREAVEMENT PLANNING

SACRAMENTS

If possible, prior to the loss of your loved
one, call the parish office to schedule
the Sacrament of Anointing the Sick or
‘Last Rites.” Please call with ample time
so your loved one can make a good
confession, receive Holy Communion,
(even if a very small piece) and receive
an anointing. Someone will collect
information and send a priest to
administer the Sacrament as time
allows.

CONTACT A FUNERAL HOME

The first step is to contact a funeral
home for the maijority of your
planning needs. Most funeral homes
in the area will do a Catholic Funeral.
The funeral home will contact the
parish office to schedule your
funeral. Typically, funerals are held in
the church on week days at 10:00 AM
