We have seen an increase in 
attendance in small groups, and we have had some step 
up to serve.  We have seen some in whom we invested 
get baptized and find a church family.

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 As I conclude I saw a post by the Baptist 
Convention of NM.  In that post the IMB estimates 
166,338 die daily without Christ. The Baptist 
convention of NM estimates at least 40+ people 
die in New Mexico every day without Christ.  
According to Harvesters ministries, 95% of First 
Nations people remain unreached with the 
Gospel. There are 5.7 million First Nations people 
in North America.  That means that 5.4 million 
first nations people in North American who 
remain unreached or unengaged. There is still 
work to do.  There are people who need to hear 
about Jesus. There are people who have heard 

about Jesus who need to learn how to follow Him more closely.  Who will go, will it be you?
