Breakfast. Excursion to the most iconic 
landscapes of the Highlands. We will pass 
through the dramatic Glen Coe valley with 
views of Ben Nevis, the highest mountain in the 
United Kingdom, and travel along the Great 
Glen. At Loch Ness, you will have the 
opportunity to take an optional cruise in search 
of “Nessie.” Before returning, we will visit 
Pitlochry, a picturesque Victorian town on the 
banks of the River Tay. Overnight stay.

We 
will end the day in Glasgow, Scotland’s vibrant 
economic capital, where we will visit its medieval 
cathedral and the revitalized River Clyde 
waterfront. Return to Edinburgh. Overnight stay.
