On behalf of our thousands of supporters in South Dakota, we write to you today in 

strong support of the bill that you introduced, H.B. 1246, An Act to establish the 

fundamental right of a parent. 

 

This critical bill will enshrine into South Dakota state law that parental rights are 

fundamental, as the U.S. Supreme Court has long recognized in the leading cases 

protecting parental rights as a fundamental right. See, e.g., Meyer v. Nebraska, 262 U.S. 

390 (1923), Pierce v. Society of Sisters, 268 U.S. 510 (1925), Wisconsin v. Yoder, 406 

U.S. 205 (1972), and Troxel v. Granville, 530 U.S. 57 (2000). South Dakota’s Supreme 

Court has also recognized the “fundamental nature of parental rights…” See, e.g., In re 

I.H., 674 N.W.2d 809, 815 (S.D. 2004); People ex rel. T.G., 578 N.W.2d 921, 924 (S.D. 

1998); In re S.T.B., 499 N.W.2d 903, 905 (S.D. 1993). 

 

H.B. 1246 will enshrine this judicial protection of parental rights into South Dakota’s 

state code, further protecting parental rights.
