


Churchstow Parish Council
 Minutes
of the meeting held on Tuesday 23rd June 2026
Held at Churchstow Church Hall @ 7:30pm

Chairman’s Welcome.  
10 Minute Public Forum.  No members of the public attended.
Minutes from the last meeting (19/05/2025):  These were signed by Cllr Stewart.
DCC Cllr Report:  Cllr Wainwright was not present.
SHDC Cllr Report:  Cllr Bonham supplied the following report: Caroline Voaden MP held a meeting on Thursday 11th June about the changes to planning which have impacted the effectiveness of Neighbourhood Plans. SHDC is working on its new ‘Local Plan’ but this will take many months to complete SHDC will be starting waste collections earlier each day for the welfare of crew members; residents are asked to put bins, recycling containers, etc on the kerbside by 6 a.m. on collection day. We are expecting the government’s decision on LGR soon.

 Matters arising from last minutes:
Road Warden.  The Clerk had met with the Clerk of Kingsbridge Town Council and had received contact details of someone that may be viable to carry out road repairs, the Clerk is to contact them and found out their availability and charges. The Clerk is also to check cover for road warden with the parish council insurance provider. If these enquiries come back positively then the parish council need to identify a person that is willing to be the road warden and undergo the training online.

Clerk’s Report:   
Invoices Payable.  Payments were agreed for Clerk salary £490.10 and expenses of £84.99 for Microsoft, and £294 accountant fees.
Crime Figures. The Clerk had received reported crime figures from the police, for the last two years, they are as follows:  Burglary 0. Criminal Damage 1. Other theft 12. Public order offence 3. Stalking and harassment 2. Violence with Injury 0. Violence without injury 3.  A total of 21 reports, an increase from 15 the year before.  Nb – These are reported, NOT convicted. This runs from May to May.
Emergency Planning.  The Clerk had attended an emergency hub training session, it was agreed that the Church Hall was to be allocated as the emergency hub, the Clerk is to complete the registration for this and request an emergency hub box. The Clerk had also spoken with Kingsbridge Town Council Clerk and received advice regarding compiling an emergency plan, the Clerk is to produce a draft emergency plan for Churchstow.
Highways. The Clerk had had a response from the senior transport co-ordinating officer saying the would not be able to extend the 164 bus route to include Churchstow. This was discussed and the Clerk is to contact them again to request they reconsider. 
It was noted and appreciated, the level of verge cutting at Elston Cross by Highways recently. The Clerk had written to Highways and thanked them and requested it be done to the same level ongoing.
S106 Land – update.  The Clerk, Cllr Hind and Cllr Woodley had met with Livewest and Tillia and SHDC on the S106 site, Tillia are seeking to get the road adoption completed asap. A discussion was had and Tillia are to provide the parish council with drawings / information of pipe depths and placement to aid the parish council with getting initial draft plans drawn up. Tillia are also to share the details of their ground workers as it was agreed by all parties that it could be beneficial to have them do the groudworks for developing the S106 land as they will be familiar with it.

Additional Matters:
Accounts / AGAR. The Clerk had received the completed annual accounts and AGAR form back from the accountant, The AGAR was approved and Cllr Stewart and the Clerk signed the document, The Clerk is to file the AGAR by the 1st July.
S106 Site Name.  This matter is to be adjourned for the July meeting.
Councillor Advocate Scheme.  Cllr Williams informed the PC that there was nothing to report on this matter.

Any Other Business:  Cllr Woodley had cut the S106 grass, it was agreed to employ Cllr Woodley to keep on top of the cutting ongoing.
The Clerk reminded the parish council of recent request from South Hams Way to meet to discuss the possibility of connecting Churchstow with a footpath, this had also been discussed with the Kingsbridge Town Clerk when the Clerk recently met with them. The Clerk is to follow up on this request and arrange a meeting with South Hams Way and Cllr Stewart.
