First, we would like to thank each and every individual, church, and ministry who have
prayed for us over the past 2 years. The Lord has answered our prayers through
safety, and support. Since July of 2023 we had a 2 week survey trip to Mexico, one
year of deputation, 6 months of language school in Costa Rica, and now a smooth
move to Ramos Arizpe, Coahuila, Mexico. He has surely provided all of our needs,

and listened to your prayers to encourage us, and keep us going. Thank you!



We were not able to obtain an appointment to discuss temporary residency, or did we
receive temporary residency. That did not stop us, we decided to still come, and we
received 180 visas that will need to be renewed in February. God is still good, and he

made a way for us to move anyways.

In July we were able to spend a couple days at camp Minnetonka during Aurora’s kids
camp week, visit with a lot of family, and took a short trip to look for a house in Mexico.
We were able to stay in Mexico from July 28-31, and during that time we looked at 8
potential houses. Mariana and Heriberto (the national pastor and his wife we are
currently working with) set up all of the appointments for us, drove us around to look at
the houses, and handled all of the communication. They have been a huge blessing
through this entire process. We had also made connections with a couple who run an
orphanage called “Big Heart Orphanage” in Ramos, and they allowed us to stay on
their property for the few nights we were in Mexico. WE FOUND A HOUSE! On July
30th we signed the contract for a house we decided to rent, and then headed back to

Texas on the 31st.

August was full of “see you laters™, and visiting with our friends and families.

August 25th at 4 a.m, we drove our car out of Aurora, with Judith’s dad (Andrew
Vandergriff), and one of our board members (Donnie Foster) in a church van with our
remaining belongings. We pulled into our house around 4:30 p.m. (Mexico time) the
same day. Praise the Lord for his provision! Mariana and Heriberto welcomed us with
some decorations, and goodies in our kitchen. Andrew and Donnie stayed from the
25th-28th, to help us unload our belongings, and build furniture (we built 22 pieces of
furniture).

Our time here has been full of ministry opportunities, fellowshipping, and talking about
the future. We hit the ground running between a pastor and pastor's wives dinner,
church services, celebrating independence day, becoming members of the church,

Cade preaching, and organizing/directing an event at the orphanage.

The last three months | have been writing about tears because they are some of the most precious indicators of how
our father is using you to have a profound impact on the lives of people here in China. Not all of these people are
Chinese, by the way.

| mentioned to you a while back about an American couple who may be ready for the good news. M and A have two
precious little boys ages 4 and |. They have been joining us on Sundays regularly for several months now. During this
time, they have heard the good news several times, but it did not quite seem to be clicking. One Thursday this month,
we invited them over for a more thorough and personal good news conversation. During this conversation, we
discovered that M had indeed made a past profession and had been dunked while serving in the Navy. His wife, A,
however, had not. She had been dunked into the Morm-n group as a child. As we continued to ask probing good news
questions and explain it, A was clearly emotional. As we approached the end, | asked her, “Have you ever done this
before?” She simply replied, “No.” Yet | could see on her face that she wanted to so | prompted her, “Would you like
to?” It was like she was just waiting for that invitation, and emphatically said,“Yes!” She proceeded to talk to our father
through priceless tears of repentance. She asked for forgiveness and to be filled with his spirit. That same day, we
proceeded to teach what the book says about dunking. She wanted to do it that very next Sunday! That same day after
being dunked, we were already planning to remember what the son did for us by receiving the elements. So, this was A's
first time to participate in this as well. What an amazing week!

On a different note, we have several families that attend Hope Academy that struggle to meet their financial obligations.
One of these families has two boys in the school, the mother is one of our teachers, and the father is a full-time
worker for our father (but with very low pay). We had a meeting with the parents of this family to discuss their
situation. As they poured out their hearts, | could see that they were truly overwhelmed with this challenge.

I wanted them to see how our father provides so | asked them, “Do you think he answers our requests!” They said,
“Yes." So, | talked to our father about their situation asking for both wisdom and provision. Then | asked them,“Do you
think our father can answer your requests before you even ask it?” Again, maybe a bit confused by the question, they
said, “Yes.” So, | proceeded to tell them how | was asking our father for
wisdom and provision in their situation over the last few weeks. | told them
how after talking to our father about this, | received an unexpected text from
a leader in the US specifically asking about R, the oldest son in this family. |
shared with him their situation so he could also be lifting them up.A few days
later, he replied with an extremely generous offer to help in such a way that
nearly completely met what was lacking. As | shared this story, the mother’s
eyes overflowed with tears as she realized our father was already providing
for them in an extraordinary way.

We regularly thank our father for all of you who help make this all possible,

and we ask our father to bless you as well. y 7

One book that influenced
my understanding of modern missions was an
unusual book called “Toxic Charity,” by Bob Lupton.

In his book, he offered
some profound insight as to how churches and
missionaries can actually harm those whom they
desire to help. | (and | suspect many others) had no
grior knowledge of this important subject matter

efore reading this book. Here, | will share five
important observations that he made concerning
how harm is inflicted unintentionally by churches:

1. They do for nationals what God intended and
expects them to do themselves.

2. They resolve crises for nationals by superseding
cultural norms.

3. They employ and/or overcompensate nationals
against culturally acceptable financial norms.
4.They hire nationals to do the work of the ministry
meant to be a voluntary giving of themselves.

5. Instead of growing the church through faith
and obedience to develop a ministry of mercy to
their own, they grow a church to be dependent on
them, never developing faith, obedience, or mercy
of their own.

The construction of the new church building is moving along! The footers have
been poured for the steel structure and the foundation for the concrete has been laid.
We now have over % of the money needed to finish the project, but we are a long way
from the finish line. Anything you can do to help us finish funding this project would
be greatly appreciated! My parents, Larry and Tammy Allred, are still traveling in the
U.S. Their calendar is filling up. If you would like to have them present this project to
your church in person, please let us know.

The work at South Mérida Baptist Church has been moving along as well. A few
new families began attending in September and October and have started taking
discipleship classes.

Without a doubt we have had the busiest and most demanding 4 months since May.

We have heard that Mexico is a country of Catholics, and yes, it is, but on the trip to
Colombia, we discovered that Colombia is a very Catholic country.

On this trip to Colombia, we had the opportunity to meet several local churches that have
been established in various towns in southern Colombia.

We were able to help and preach in three different churches and in some parks and town
squares.

We were also able to share our evangelization program with the church of Pasto. | love the
idea of multiplication including the puppet program and visual aids for the preaching of the
gospel.

As a result, we were able to see 12 people receive Jesus into their hearts.

Many pleasant memories were made and many more brothers and friends who will now be
part of our lives.

God continues to bless and to favor the activities on the Mescalero Apache reservation.
Up to this point, we have counted 23 people who received Christ as their personal Savior.
One of the things we have seen and experienced is that the more we focus on evangelizing
in the Reservation, the more we see our Lord constantly blessing the church at Ruidoso,
Ruidoso Baptist Church. A number of families and individuals have asked to become
members and have already joined the church.

We have added new elements to the evangelism program and we have seen an increased
response from the little children on the reservation. We include a "Bouncing House", a small
machine to prepare popcorn, and also a cotton candy machine.

The Lord opened the door at the Mescalero Nursing home, where we can minister to the
elderly people there. The young people from the groups are able to sing special songs,
participate in the puppet program, and some in preaching and/or teaching at the nursing
home. | encouraged the teenagers to have an active part of the mission trips.

For the first time in three years, some groups that participated this summer decided to
spend most of the week in Juarez, Mexico. We coordinated with “Iglesia Bautista
Fundamental de San Isidro”, and “Iglesia Bautista La Gracia”.

Many of you have written to us, and your encouragement
means so much. Thank you for your unwavering prayers §
and financial support. Through your partnership, many

lives are being reached with the Gospel, and we rejoice
in all that God is doing through the SIBBC&S ministries.

We praise the Lord for the following:

1. We continue to hold chapel services Monday
through Friday. In July, during one of these services, four people trusted Christ as Savior.

2. On August 10th, Campus Baptist Church baptized eleven believers. In addition, one of our
associate churches baptized five more people.

3. OnAugust 10th and again on August 15th, God gave me the opportunity to personally share
the Gospel with two individuals—a man and a woman—both of whom placed their trust in
Christ.

4. In July, through the ministry of Campus Baptist Church and pastors
we support, 210 people trusted the Lord for salvation.

We praise God for each soul saved and for the ongoing growth of His
church. The need for workers in this vast and populous country remains
urgent, and SIBBC continues to train and equip faithful laborers to serve
alongside us in the harvest field.

Please join us in prayer for the following needs:

1. Pray for Christians facing persecution, especially in the 12 states
where anti-conversion laws are in effect.

2. Pray for Pastor Anbhu, one of our pastors, who recently suffered a stroke and is battling
kidney problems. He had just begun a pioneer church-planting ministry in a village.

3. Pray for the construction of church buildings in Chhattisgarh and Odisha. Two of our
graduates, Somatai and Jappa Suman, are faithfully serving in these areas. God has already
provided $15,000 for the building in Odisha; we are praying for another $15,000 for the
building in Chhattisgarh.
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4. Pray for $10,930 needed to complete two classrooms for our Christian schoois.

I'want to begin this report by thanking those of you who have let me know that you were
praying for the men and women that we recently requested prayer for in India, Indonesia,
Vietnam, Africa. Cambodia, Pakistan, and Bangladesh. The 7 countries have a combined
population of more than 3 billion people. The vast majority of these populations have never
heard a clear presentation of the gospel.

The words of Jesus spoken more than 2,000 years ago have never been more relevant, "The
harvest truly is plenteous, but the laborers are few".

Barnabas 1040 and Ministry Asia have the privilege of working with people not only in the 7
countries | listed, but in a total of 52 Countries in Asia. Your prayers and financial support are
changing lives all across Asia and Northern Africa.

| am occasionally asked by pastors in America how many of the Asian missionaries and
national pastors associated with Barnabas1040 do | personally know. Our ministry is now 10
years old and by God's grace and your help, we have gone from 3 people in Cambodia to
more than 250 people in 52 countries. | am no longer able to personally connect with each of
these nationals, but a partner with Barnabas1040 or Ministry Asia has vetted them and is
currently working alongside them as a mentor and coworker. We do not send money overseas
without knowing who is receiving it and how it is being used.

The 100 or so national pastors that | am personally working with have on-site missionaries that
give me a quarterly report of the ministry. In the past 3 months they reported that the nationals
were able to lead 1,405 people to Christ and baptize 268 of the new converts. That gives us a

total so far this year of 3,671 professions of faith and 703 who have already been baptized and
joined one of the hundreds of churches that have been started in the past few years.

Only God knows how many thousands of other people have been saved through the ministries
of our partners at Ministry Asia. Your funds and prayers are reaching more people and
countries than Gayle and | could possibly have imagined a decade ago!

In closing | want to say a heartfelt thank you to all of our friends who partner with us. We thank
God daily for every church and individual who has joined us in the journey to help missionaries
and national pastors reach the most unreached parts of the world.

Dear Friends at Pleasantview Baptist Church,

God continues to use ming Precious Seed to publish His Word all around the world. By the end of October, BPS had printed
11,922,504 copies of Scripture in 17 languages. We praise the Lord for all that is happening at BPS.

Since the last update letter, containers of Scripture have been shipped to Saint Vincent and the Grenadines and to England. Additional
containers are scheduled to be shipped to Brazil, Croatia, Germany, India, Papua New Guinea, and the Philippines before the end of
the year. This does not include smaller shipments that will be sent via crates, pallets and the daily mail.

The Didde press’ replacement is in the building! The necessary electrical work has been completed and the installation of the press
began November 10th. This press should enhance the yield and boost the production of our bulk John & Romans covers significantly.

We recently had an issue with the control board on our computer-to-plate maker, but it is back up and running. Please pray that the
manufacturer helps with the cost; the machine is only 18 months old and the board shouldn't have gone bad that quickly! The part
costs $11,000, but we are waiting to see what can be resolved. Pray that the final bill is a small portion of that amount.

Our workforce will soon be reduced by two. Andrew Barbosa has started deputation to go as a missionary to the Philippines, and
Jeff Lerner will be moving to Colombia in the next few weeks. Pray for both of these men, and pray that God will send the needed
replacements.

One need we have i to upgrade from the old 1970 model case maker that is used to produce covers for hardback Bibles. We praise the
Lord that some funds designated for the purchase of a newer machine have already been given.

Please continue to pray for the safety of the workers in the shop and for the safety of those who travel representing the ministry and
working with Seedline.

Thank you for your continued support and prayers for the BPS ministry.
