Next year, I am excited to introduce some new changes to our Faith Formation program 
that will further support you in this beautiful responsibility. These enhancements are 
designed to create deeper engagement, strengthen family participation, and provide 
meaningful opportunities for your children to grow in their relationship with God. While 
change can sometimes feel overwhelming, please be assured that the Holy Spirit is at work 
in all of us, guiding us as we journey together in faith. 

 

Although the calendar is still a work in progress, I’m only planning on meeting with you and 
your children (1st – 7th) once a month.  The remainder of the lessons will be covered by you 
at home.  There will be many resources to assist you in this!  Family sessions will be offered 
one week per month and you have your choice of Sunday morning beginning with 9:00 
Mass, the Family Event will take place from 10 am – noon.  I will also offer Wednesday 
evening from 6-8 pm. 

 

Confirmation students in 8th grade will continue to meet 2 Sundays a month.  They attend 
9:00 Mass, then head to the classroom from 10 am – noon.  First Reconciliation and 
Eucharist students will most likely meet once a month on Wednesday evenings.
