MEETING HIGHLIGHTS   




1. Call to Order: By Doug Bissing at 6:33 PM.

2. Opening Prayer: Council members said the opening prayer together asking God for guidance in the    best interest of for our parish and parishioners during this time together.

3. Approval of September Minutes: September Minutes were approved.

4. Pastor’s Report:

a. Andres Lezama presented an update.

a. Building and Grounds
