THE WoRrD oF GoD

THE FIRST LESSON  [The people are seated.] Job 39:1-18
Do you know when the mountain goats give birth? Do you observe the calving of the deer? Can you number the months
that they fulfill, and do you know the time when they give birth, when they crouch to give birth to their offspring, and are




delivered of their young? Their young ones become strong, they grow up in the open; they go forth, and do not return to
them. Who has let the wild ass go free? Who has loosed the bonds of the swift ass, to which I have given the steppe for its
home, the salt land for its dwelling place? It scorns the tumult of the city; it does not hear the shouts of the driver. It ranges
the mountains as its pasture, and it searches after every green thing. Is the wild ox willing to serve you? Will it spend the
night at your crib? Can you tie it in the furrow with ropes, or will it harrow the valleys after you? Will you depend on it
because its strength is great, and will you hand over your labor to it? Do you have faith in it that it will return, and bring
your grain to your threshing floor? The ostrich’s wings flap wildly, though its pinions lack plumage. For it leaves its eggs
to the earth, and lets them be warmed on the ground, forgetting that a foot may crush them, and that a wild animal may
trample them. It deals cruelly with its young, as if they were not its own; though its labor should be in vain, yet it has no
fear; because God has made it forget wisdom, and given it no share in understanding. When it spreads its plumes aloft, it
laughs at the horse and its rider.

The Holy Gospel of our Lord Jesus Christ according to Luke.
Glory to you, Lord Christ.

Someone in the crowd said to Jesus, “Teacher, tell my brother to divide the family inheritance with me.” But he said to him,



“Friend, who set me to be a judge or arbitrator over you?” And he said to them, “Take care! Be on your guard against all
kinds of greed; for one’s life does not consist in the abundance of possessions.” Then he told them a parable: “The land of a
rich man produced abundantly. And he thought to himself, “What should I do, for I have no place to store my crops?” Then
he said, ‘T will do this: I will pull down my barns and build larger ones, and there I will store all my grain and my goods.
And I will say to my soul, Soul, you have ample goods laid up for many years; relax, eat, drink, be merry.” But God said to
him, “You fool! This very night your life is being demanded of you. And the things you have prepared, whose will they be?’

THE SERMON  The Rev. Melissa Fauci
A brief period of silence is observed for reflection on the sermon. The people stand for the Creed.

THE NICENE CREED [Said by all.]
We believe in one God, the Father, the Almighty, maker of heaven and earth, of all that is, seen and unseen.

We believe in one Lord, Jesus Christ, the only Son of God, eternally begotten of the Father, God from God, Light
from Light, true God from true God, begotten, not made, of one Being with the Father. Through him all things were
made. For us and for our salvation he came down from heaven: by the power of the Holy Spirit he became incarnate
from the Virgin Mary, and was made man. For our sake he was crucified under Pontius Pilate; he suffered death and
was buried. On the third day he rose again in accordance with the Scriptures; he ascended into heaven and is seated at
the right hand of the Father. He will come again in glory to judge the living and the dead, and his kingdom will have
no end.

We believe in the Holy Spirit, the Lord, the giver of life, who proceeds from the Father and the Son. With the Father
and the Son he is worshiped and glorified. He has spoken through the Prophets. We believe in one holy catholic and
apostolic Church. We acknowledge one baptism for the forgiveness of sins. We look for the resurrection of the dead,
and the life of the world to come. Amen.
