The institutional support came mainly from United Church of Canada Foundation
grants, the most recent being a $20,000 Seeds of Hope Grant in December from
the Watkins Fund for Innovative Ministries with Senior Adults at the United
Church of Canada Foundation. Gravenhurst Rotary gave generous support as
well and these sources were supplemented by a very generous private citizen
together with Trinity's congregational and project donations.
