Sunday, Nov 2
All Saints Day falls on a Saturday this year,
which means it is no longer a Holy Day of
Obligation. Since we don’t have daily Masses
on Saturdays, the feast day is ‘skipped’ this
year.

All Souls Day falls on a Sunday this year, and it
replaces the Sunday Mass of Ordinary Time.
The Saturday evening and Sunday morning
Masses will all be All Souls Day Masses.
