Fr. Rene:  Santa Cruzan 2014 will take place in our Parish this coming May 31, 2014.  
The objectives for this year’s celebration are: 

• Community catechesis on the religious-historical meaning and significance of SantaCruzan; 
• Community-building;  
• Stewardship: to raise funds for the improvement of our church sanctuary and maintenance of our facilities.
