DEPART USA

Today, we depart San Francisco (SFO) on Turkish 

Airlines flight # TK290 at 12:55pm to Istanbul. 

Day 2 – Saturday, October 17, 2026

AMMAN

Arrive Istanbul at 11:45am and connect on flight # 

TK820 departing to Amman at 1:10pm. Arrive Amman 

at 3:35pm. After checking through customs and 

immigration, proceed to the exit door and meet the 

guide and driver for the ride to the hotel for overnight.

Day 3 – Sunday, October 18,  2026

BORDER CROSSING / NAZARETH

After breakfast, we cross the Allenby border into 

Israel, and drive to Nazareth to check in to the hotel 

for dinner and overnight.

Day 4 – Monday, October 19 2026

CAESAREA / STELLA MARIS / NAZARETH 

After breakfast, we visit Caesarea, and stop to take 

pictures at the Aqueduct. Afterwards, we drive to Haifa 

and Mount Carmel to visit the Carmelite Monastery 

and the church of the Prophet Elijah.  Later, we drive 

back to Nazareth and visit the Church of the 

Annunciation, celebrate Mass, and continue to  the 

Holy Grotto and the Church of St. Joseph.

Day 5 – Tuesday, October 20, 2026

We start our morning with a boat ride on the Sea of 

Galilee, then visit the sites around the sea of Galilee, 

visit Mount Beatitudes, celebrate Mass, then continue 

to Capernaum, St. Peter’s Primacy, Tabgha, and 

Magdala. Return to the hotel for dinner and overnight 

in Nazareth. 

Day 6 – Wednesday, October 21, 2026

wedding. We celebrate Mass, and have the 

opportunity to renew our wedding vows.

From here 

we head to Mount Zion, to visit the Room of the Last 

Supper, the House of Caiaphas and the Church of St. 

Peter in Gallicantu. We visit St, Anne’s Church, then 

return to Bethlehem for  dinner and overnight.

Day 9 – Saturday, October 24, 2026 

VIA DOLOROSA / HOLY SEPULCHER /OLD CITY BREAKFAST / WAILING 

WALL / BET ARABAH / JERICHO / DEAD SEA SWIM

Today, we have an early morning transfer to the Old City to walk the Way of the 

Cross (Via Dolorosa). We start at the first station, then enter the Church of the 

Holy Sepulcher and celebrate Mass. We visit the Golgotha and the empty tomb 

of our Lord. We enjoy breakfast at the Old City, then visit the Jewish Quarter 

and the Western Wall. Afterwards, we drive to the Bet Arabah baptismal site, 

then continue to Jericho, to view the Mount of Temptation and the ruins of Old 

Jericho. We end the day relaxing in the waters of the Dead Sea before returning 

to Bethlehem for dinner and overnight.

 

Day 10 – Sunday, October 25, 2026

BORDER CROSSING / ISTANBUL

This morning, we cross the Allenby border, enter into Jordan, and head to the 

airport, for Turkish Airlines flight # TK821 departing to Istanbul at 4:45pm, Arrive 

Istanbul at 7:45pm. Meet the guide and driver for transfer to the hotel for 

overnight. 

Day 11 – Monday, October 26, 2026

ISTANBUL

After breakfast, we enjoy a full day tour of Istanbul. We  visit the Hippodrome 

Square, the Blue Mosque, the Hagia Sophia, the Basilica of Saint Sophia, and 

Topkapi  Palace. We then embark on a short  cruise of the Bosphorus, the 

winding straight that separates Europe and Asia and connects the Black Sea 

with the Inland Sea of Mamara, before returning to the hotel for dinner and 

overnight

Day 12 – Tuesday, October 27, 2026

ISTANBUL / BURSA / KUSADASI

After breakfast and checkout, we drive to Bursa for a city tour. Once the first 

capital of the Ottoman Empire, Bursa is known as “Green Bursa” for its lush 

mulberry trees, vital to the city’s centuries-old silk trade.  Here we visit the 

Green Mosque and the green tomb. We continue to Nicea, the Byzantine capital 

for 100 years upon the occupation of Constantinople in the 13th century. 

Continue to Kusadasi for check in, dinner and overnight. 

 

Day 13 – Wednesday, October 28, 2026

KUSADASI / EPHESUS / KUSADASI 

After breakfast, we visit the old town of Kusadasi, then continue to Ephesus, 

one of the most well-preserved archaeological sites in Turkey. Here, we walk on 

the Marble Road, passing historical sites including the Temple of Artemis, the 

fountain of Trajan, the Temple of Hadrian, the Library of Celsus and the House 

of the Virgin Mary, where she is believed to have spent the last days of her life 

with the Apostle John. Return to the hotel for dinner and overnight.

Day 14 – Thursday, October 29, 2026

KUSADASI / PAMUKKALE

After breakfast and check out, we head to Pamukkale to visit the ancient city of 

Hierapolis. The city gained importance in the Roman times because of the 

thermal springs and healing waters. Over thousands of years, calcite laden 

waters created travertine terraces forming  one of the most stunning natural 

sights in the world. We continue to the hotel for dinner and overnight. 

Day 15 – Friday, October 30, 2026

PAMUKKALE / ISTANBUL

After breakfast and check out, we drive to Istanbul. We have some free time to 

spend at the Grand Bazaar and Spice Market. The large covered Spice market 

has remained the city’s center for spice trade since its creation in the 17 

century. Afterwards, we continue to the hotel for dinner and overnight.

Day 16 – Saturday, October 31, 2026

After breakfast and checkout, we head to the airport for our Turkish Airlines 

flight # TK079 departing to San Francisco at 1:50pm. Arrive SFO 5:45pm.
