Who is a Christian Steward?   

As a disciple of Jesus, a Christian Steward receives God's gifts gratefully, manages them responsibly, and shares them joyfully giving back to 
the Lord, generously expressed in prayer, worship, offering and action. 

How do I get started with Stewardship?  
In Baptism, we begin a lifelong process of learning to live as Jesus teaches,  and of bringing Christ’s presence to others.  

Stewardship is this Journey of Faith. 
Discernment… is a decision-making process that honors the place of God's will in our lives. Every choice we make, no matter how small, is an 

opportunity to align ourselves with God's will.                          
 Pray to Do God's Will… As difficult as it may be, pray the words, “Thy will be done,” asking God to give you the strength you need to 

continue to discern his will and to follow it.  
Let God Speak to You… Most of us don't actually hear a voice when God speaks to us. However, pay close attention to the ways that God is 

speaking to you in thoughts and feelings.  
Know That God Has a Plan for You… Remind yourself that you are not on your own and God’s plan for you is driven purely by love. Reflect 

on all that the Lord has provided to you.

• ESOL (English classes) — Volunteer teachers and assistants provide education for adult, nonnative speakers of English 
over a 15-week course.

These ministers serve God and the community through their assistance at the altar. As they serve at the Mass they 
come to a deeper understanding of the work they do, the signs and symbols they represent, and the objects they 
hold. They draw closer to Jesus Christ through their humble service. This ministry is open to all youth, both male and 
female, in the 4th grade or older. Service expectations are one weekend Mass per month and altar servers are asked 
to provide a minimum of 2 weekend Mass preferences. Altar server training, to include existing servers training for 
new positions, consists of 2 hours of training and is conducted at least once per year.  
 
Art and Environment art@silcc.org 
This ministry offers a special opportunity for all those with a knack for decorating. By preparing the worship space, 
A&E Team members help the faithful to encounter God each time they come to St. Ignatius. This team assures that 
our worship space is expressive of God’s presence as well as reflective of the community that celebrates here. No 
special training is required and there are no regularly scheduled meetings. The team usually meets after daily Mass 
on Tuesdays when the liturgical season is changing. The team is continually in need of those who can sew, care for 
plants, flower arranging, or are willing to get their hands a little dirty. People of all ages are welcome to come help 
our team creatively problem solve and care for the environment within our church. 
 
Baptism Coordinators infantbaptismassistants@silcc.org 
Baptism incorporates us into Christ, forms us into God’s people and makes us children of God. Baptism coordinators 
assist the presider during the celebration of the Rite of Baptism. We express the joy of our parish as we welcome 
children and their families. Baptism Coordinators have an annual training and then these ministers shadow-train 
other coordinators as needed.  
 
Eucharistic Exposition and Adoration adoration@silcc.org 
The Adoration Team provides the ministerial support necessary to celebrate Exposition and Benediction of the 
Blessed Sacrament. New members are needed to carry out these duties. Solemn Exposition offers the people of God 
the opportunity to develop a deeper devotion to the Holy Eucharist outside of Mass through adoration, prayer and 
reflection. Exposition of the Blessed Sacrament is celebrated on the first Friday of every month and on every Friday 
of Lent. Sign up individually or as a family or ministry group for a time to pray before the Blessed Sacrament via our 
parish website.  
 
Eucharistic Visitors—Pastoral Care for the Sick and the Homebound             eucharisticvisitors@silcc.org 
Eucharistic Visitors are Extraordinary Ministers of Holy Communion who strengthen those who cannot be present at 
the Eucharistic Celebration. They are sent to carry the Word of God and the Blessed Sacrament to the sick and 
homebound, thus making them one with us.

New 
minister training occurs in the fall with multiple EMHC training opportunities in English and Spanish. In addition, 
ministers are asked to participate in on-going training and adult faith formation.

Christians celebrate the funeral rites to offer worship, praise and thanksgiving to God for the gift of a life which has 
now been returned to God. Together we commend the dead to God's merciful love. Members of the Funeral Ministry 
give witness to our Christian hope in the resurrection as they assist grieving family members in celebrating the 
funeral rites of their loved ones.

The procession of gifts 
is a powerful expression of the participation of the entire assembly in the Eucharist and in the social mission of the 
Church. With these gifts we offer our very selves to be transformed by Christ through the Eucharist. Families or 
individuals are invited to sign-up via Sign-up Genius on our website.

Hospitality ministers help all members of the assembly to experience the sense of belonging as they arrive. Our 
welcoming presence helps to prepare the congregation for the re-creative work of the Holy Spirit who makes us “one 
body, one spirit in Christ.”

Incense Ministry (IM) incenseministry@silcc.org 
The Incense Minister serves to enhance liturgical celebrations. The smoke of the incense is symbolic of sanctification 
and purification, and of the prayers of the faithful. Incense Ministers are experienced servers who prepare the 
charcoal and handle the thurible during Mass, and also serve at funeral liturgies and Solemn Exposition of the Blessed 
Sacrament and Benediction. To join this ministry there is an initial orientation session followed by scheduled 
“supervised” sessions during Mass. 
 
Instituted Acolyte (IA) ia@silcc.org 
The acolyte is conferred, not through sacred orders (ordination), but through institution by the bishop, to aid the 
deacon and to minister to the priest. Therefore, it is the duty of the acolyte to attend to the service of the altar and to 
assist the deacon and the priest in liturgical celebrations, especially in the celebration of Mass. The acolyte is also to 
distribute Holy Communion as an extraordinary minister when able. Since the Eucharist is at the heart of this 
ministry, Instituted Acolytes meet quarterly for prayer and adoration before the Blessed Sacrament. Training is 
provided in a two-part workshop by the Archdiocesan Office of Worship along with parish level training by the IA 
ministry.

God speaks when we hear the Word proclaimed in the liturgy. Lectors are entrusted with the Word of God. They 

have personally encountered it, and through them the people of God encounter the divine Word. Lectors must be 

able to speak comfortably and with confidence before the assembly. They prepare through prayer and practice to 

proclaim the Word of God so that it comes alive for the community. Required preparation includes following the 

proclamation guidelines set forth in the Lector Workbook, annual in-person training and ongoing formation, e.g. 

retreats, bible study, etc.  

 

Music Ministry music@silcc.org 

God has bestowed upon his people the gift of song, and God is indeed present whenever his people sing his praises. 

The music ministry supports and strengthens the community’s faith and worship. Choirs composed of children, 

teens, and adults are supported by accompanists, handbell ringers, and instrumentalists. The Cantor proclaims the 

Word of God and leads singing at liturgical celebrations. Audio/Video Ministry members operate the sound mixer 

board at Mass and at other celebrations. Choir members attend a weekly rehearsal to prepare for weekend Masses 

and holy days. Audio/Video Ministry members attend an annual training/formation session. 

 

Prayer Group prayer@silcc.org 

Our prayer teams gather weekly and place before God the needs of our community and those of all the world. Team 

members also minister through participation in parish activities and by responding to the spiritual and physical needs 

of our community.  

 

Sacristans sacristans@silcc.org 

Preparation is essential to a prayerful celebration. Sacristans minister through their care for the altar linens used for 

liturgical celebrations. The work of laundering, ironing and mending  becomes a sort of prayer for those who 

dedicate themselves to this ministry. Sacristans must attend a training session to learn the care of altar linens. 

 

Wedding Coordinators wedding@silcc.org 

Wedding Coordinators play an active role in the preparation and celebration of the Rite of Marriage. These ministers 

devote their time to couples by assisting with planning their wedding; they conduct the rehearsal and direct the 

liturgical celebration. They serve as representatives of the parish community bearing witness to the faith and being a 

sign of Christ’s love. Coordinators attend an annual training and shadow-train other coordinators as needed. 

 

Worship Coordinators  worshipcor@silcc.org 

Worship Coordinators assist the liturgy staff and clergy in preparing the items needed for Mass and other liturgical 

celebrations. We communicate with worship staff, clergy and other ministers about the particular needs for Mass. 

Through our ministerial role we encourage and exemplify full, active, and conscious participation of the faithful in 

ritual prayer and action. Worship Coordinators are trained on the job by assisting experienced worship coordinators 

during the Masses of their choice. Worship Coordinators typically serve twice a month and attend one yearly 

meeting.
