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What impact will the proposed project have on current or future surrounding land use and zoning patterns?

Street frontage will be improved to full width with sidewalks and landscaping. The large lots will blend with
the existing neighborhoods. There should be no impact to surrounding land use and zoning.

Are there unique design considerations proposed, beyond Zoning Ordinance requirements, that reduce development
impacts or would further compatibility with adjacent properties? If so, explain.

Larger lots are proposed on the perimeter adjacent to existing homes. Lot widths will be reflective of the

existing lot lines where possible. Homes will be limited to single story only. The neighborhood
will be gated.

Why is the subject property not suitable for development as currently zoned?

The required lot size of the existing zoning would not provide the opportunity to provide the high
quality gated neighborhood with 12.5% open space.

Other than the development review process, what other approval processes are required to accomplish the development
proposed, i.e., abandonments, variances, use permits, state or county licenses or permits, etc.?
