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The Respect and responsibility framework sets clear expectations for behaviour in all NT Government schools. It applies to everyone who engages with our school community, including staff, students, parents, carers, volunteers, visitors and contractors, both on school grounds and in online school-related spaces. 
The framework is built around four shared expectations: 
· Safety and Wellbeing — We act safely, follow instructions and report and respond to concerns early to protect the wellbeing of everyone in our schools.  
· Respect — We show respect by treating everyone with dignity, kindness and fairness and consistently communicating in clear, calm and respectful ways.  
· Responsibility — We show responsibility by taking ownership of our actions and choices, maintaining high yet achievable standards, acting with honesty and integrity and addressing concerns proactively. 
· Partnership — We work together to support learning, attendance and wellbeing, sharing information, supporting participation in our schools and collaborating to solve problems.  
Everyone has the right to feel safe at school. Respectful behaviour is expected at all times. Violence, aggression, abuse, harassment or threatening behaviour will not be tolerated, including through social media or other online platforms. 
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
