A. The Event Itself: Historical Reality
 Read: Matthew 28:1–10; Luke 24:36–43; John 20:24–29
· Emphasize the bodily resurrection — Jesus is not a spirit or vision (Luke 24:39).

· Witnesses saw, touched, and ate with Him.

· This is not symbolic or spiritualized — it’s factual history (1 Corinthians 15:3–8).

· Why is it important that Jesus physically rose, not just “in spirit”?

· How do eyewitnesses strengthen our faith?

B. The Resurrection Prophesied and Fulfilled
 Read: Psalm 16:9–11; Isaiah 53:10–12; Matthew 16:21
· The resurrection was foretold — God’s plan from the beginning.

· Jesus’ own predictions were fulfilled, confirming His divine authority.

The significance of the resurrection

 Read: Romans 1:3–4
· Declared to be the Son of God in power by His resurrection.

· The resurrection vindicates Jesus’ claims and proves His victory over sin and death.
