Effective this week, the 11:00 a.m. Mass on 
Sunday will now be at 11:30 a.m. 

Thank you for your understanding and flexibility 
as we continue to serve the needs of our parish 
and school community.

One hot Arizona summer afternoon my car ran out of gas. 

I phoned the parish office and begged for help. My secre-

tary came and helped me fill the gas tank. She chided me, 

“If you can’t manage getting your car from A to B, how 

can we expect you to guide the parish where it needs to 

go?” Point taken, Julie. I vowed to always make sure I 

have plenty of gas in my car. 
 

The Lord Jesus chides us in this week’s Gospel, too. He 

uses the two images of a man building a tower and a king 

marching soldiers into war to make this single point: ac-

quire what is needed to follow him or look ridiculous. We 

rightly mock the builder who lacks money for his tower 

and the king with a short-handed army. But our mocking 

boomerangs back on us. How do we expect to follow Je-

sus to the end with insufficient detachment from our pos-

sessions and divided hearts? 
 

The good news is, there is still time. Jesus is building a 

great tower to heaven–his own body. So we renounce all 

and give ourselves to him as his precious stones. Jesus is 

waging a battle against our enemy. So we forsake all and 

swear allegiance and march under his banner. In this way, 

we will finish what has begun in our discipleship. Or bet-

ter put, our Lord will have the stones and soldiers re-

quired to see his great work through.

Church membership is an obligation of disciple-
ship and love that derives from being united with 
Christ. At the Cathedral, active membership is a 
requirement for the celebration of a marriage or 
baptism, for one to be eligible to be a Godparent 
or Confirmation sponsor, and for special benefits 
such as tuition subsidy at a Catholic school. There 
are certain minimum requirements for parish 
membership called the precepts of the Church. The 
following are three of those precepts and how we 
look upon them in relation to parish membership.    
 

ATTENDANCE AT WEEKLY MASS. The first 
precept of the Church requires the faithful to par-
ticipate in the Eucharistic celebration when the 
Christian community gathers together on the day 
commemorating the Resurrection of the Lord 
(CCC #2042) and on holy days of obligation (CCC 
#2043). Since the Cathedral’s weekly Mass attend-
ance envelopes are the primary way we determine 
if parishioners are regularly attending Mass, pa-
rishioners must place their envelopes in the collec-
tion basket every Sunday regardless of whether 
one makes a financial contribution or donates 
online.  
 

RECEIPT OF THE SACRAMENTS. The third 
and fourth precept of the Church state that the 
faithful must ensure preparation for the Eucharist 
by the reception of the Sacrament of Penance at 
least once a year, and the reception of Holy Com-
munion at least once a year during the Easter sea-
son (CCC #2042) and to join in fast and absti-
nence during Lent.  
 

SUPPORT OF THE CHURCH. The fifth pre-
cept of the Church states that the faithful have the 
duty of providing for the material needs of the 
Church, each according to their abilities in a regu-
lar, identifiable, and meaningful way.
