V.	Monthly Reports:
Public Works Dir.-Joe Washam:  
Joe reported that March 16th DNR’s environmental engineer Sieu Dange, inspected the City’s system which occurs every few years.  The report is available for review at City Hall.  
Also reported repairs of 2 sewer lines; patched 3 water line leaks; installed 1 new water service and hauled another 8 loads of brush

City Clerk Denise Robertson:  Note for the record that even though the City had voted to cover costs of her becoming a Notary a couple months after she was hired, she choose to pay the costs herself with the exception of the $6 filing fee which the City covered.  The City Clerk reported she is submitting her letter of resignation. 

Mayor:  Stacy Daniels:  reported the City’s financials budget vs actuals comparison.   The Mayor gave a public response to the 4-page document distributed prior to the election.  Both documents attached.

c)  James Smith – Extractor Washer:  Fire Chief Smith reported he applied for a grant from the Commission to purchase an extractor washer.  He was notified today the grant was approved.  The extractor washer’s value is $7,767.50 and the grant covers the entire cost.
