VIII.	New Business
[bookmark: _Hlk50730438]	a.	Troy Jacqueline Peterson:
Troy and Jacqueline presented to the Aldermen the dilemma with their water service for the last 15yrs.  They live at the end of 7th, outside the city limits and are the last service on a small ¾” line.  The line comes from Hunter hill and climbs up the hill serving two other homes and when either of the two homes are using water, they have NO water pressure.  Troy tried to remedy the problem by purchasing a 300gal holding tank that he placed in his basement.   This solution was no remedy to the water pressure problem.

The Mayor asked Joe Washam to advise the Aldermen of possible solutions.  Joe stated there are two possibilities:  1) The City could tie into a 2” line W of the property about 880’ or the 6” line which is 1347’.    If the 6” line were to be extended a fire hydrant could also be added but engineers would have to be consulted, easements considered and would have to be aware of buried fiber lines.

The Mayor instructed the City Clerk to send our engineer an email regarding this situation and see if with our current ongoing projects if this problem couldn’t be expedited to find a solution that works best for all concerned.

b.  James Smith-fire hose/nozzle purchase
James reported while on the way to a mutual aid call upon arrival they realized a nozzle and hose was lost off the truck.   They drove back the same way they came and looked everywhere but did not find either.  James requested approval to purchase a new nozzle at a cost of $565 and hose $125.  

Amy Taylor made the motion to approve the purchase of new nozzle and hose repair or replacement not to exceed $700.  Marlyn Johnson seconded.

c.	James Smith – pumper fire truck
During a structure fire last Sunday night, the pump quit pumping water.  James took it to Firemaster to look it over and see what the problem is and he says the pumps shaft is broken.  Firemaster is working on providing costs to repair.   Firemaster also has a loaner pumper truck we can use while ours is out of commission.

The Mayor instructed James to gather costs of the repair along with replacement costs and have ready for our next meeting.

d.	Joe Washam-water meters
	Joe reported we our down to 6 new water meters on hand.  He checked with three companies:  
Core/Main; B&L WW and Ferguson with costs from $62 - $79.  The sensus meters costs is $70.33 and that is the one we most use and have the best results.   Gary Baker asked Joe to contact the vendor to see if they offer quantity price breaks and bring this information to our next meeting.
