Public Works Dir.-Joe Washam:  
· During snow storm, repaired 4 – 2” main breaks; the city had 2 frozen water meters burst and all together the guys have hauled 96 dump truck loads of brush.   

Fire Chief-James Smith:
· Month January 2021 - 4 calls; 2 structure fires; 2 landing zone
· Month February 2021 – 5 calls; 2 landing zone; 1 fire investigation; 1 control burn; 1 mutual aide.
· Storm siren issue was on Monett dispatch programing issue and has been corrected.

VII.	Old Business
a.	Trekk:  Brandon Freeman shared he & the Mayor visited earlier today with the Evans, working toward a solution to complete the easement so the WW project can move forward.  

Aaron Jones with Trekk provided a presentation of three (3) priorities for the water project addressing water pressure issues and the size of some of the water lines.  
Task 1 – Hunter Street, currently has a ¾” water line and water pressure that is almost null when more than 1 occupancy is using water at the same time.
Task 2:  Hydrostatic map-consists of data collection hydraulic model development & system pressure monitoring and testing pressure & flow data.
Task 3:  Capital improvement plan for the water improvement project. 
A big part of Aaron’s job is to assist in finding available funding to help alleviate the full burden to the City.   
The Mayor explained we have the funds in the general account if the Aldermen are willing to approve the 3 tasks presented, allowing Trekk to begin this process.  

Amy Taylor made the motion to approve the 3 tasks project totaling $83,461 so Trekk may begin the project, no second.
