Are you or someone you know interested in learning
more about the Catholic faith? Perhaps you are
thinking about what it means to be called to the
Catholic way of life. The Church has a process
called the Order of Christian Initiation of Adults
(O.C.ILA.) whereby adults can learn and discern
whether to become Catholic Christians. The process
leads an unbaptized adult to his or her baptism,
usually at the Easter Vigil on Holy Saturday. If the
adult has been baptized in another Christian tradi-
tion, then the process prepares the person to be
received into the Catholic Church by making a pro-
fession of faith as a Catholic. The process also pre-
pares the way for someone who was baptized in the
Catholic Church to receive First Holy Communion
and Confirmation.

We are planning to start the OCIA process/
program in the Fall.

Jack W. Chan of the Immaculate Heart of Mary Church in Lansing is a natural-born,
tried-and-true missionary pilgrim if there ever was one. Jack would most likely shy away from
calling himself a “missionarg” but considering his past service and current function as the sched-
uling coordinarar of the Holy Spirit Omatary 24-hour Adontion Chapel, he is indeed answering
the call to “Go and make disciples,” wherever thar may be.

Barn a twin of Chinese parents in the Philippines, Jack immigrated to the United States in 1981
and shortly thereafter joined the LTS, Army, in which he served for 20 years. His travels would
lead him closer and closer to the presence of Christ in the Eucharist,

Jack says, “1 was stationed in four different U.S. bases in Germany. During this period, my family
and [ made it a point to ravel and explore Europe, not only as tourists, but as pilgrims. We were
blessed to have visited several Marian shrines as well as cucharistic miracle shrines.”

Jack's unit was deployed to Saudi Arabia in Movember 1990 for Operations Desert Shield/Storm.
Dhuring this time, he ministersd o his fellow troops. “In spite of facing the fear of the unknown
going to war, | was so much at peace; peace beyond understanding thar the Bible ralks abour,” he
says. "Dhuring my deployment, [ volunteered as a lay encharistic minister, conducting Commu-

nion service when a pricst was not able to come to our remote location.

“After our pilerimages to the eucharistic shrines, "my belief in the true presence was solidified.”
Jack says. “When we arrived in Lansing in 1999 we were attracted to the Immaculate Heart of
Mary because of the dose proximity of the adorarion chapel. In 2008, the scheduler moved and
asked me to take over, and I've been doing thar ever since”
